2. Affordable Housing 
Brian Cowcher  from Test Valley Housing, gave a talk about allocation of the village Low Cost Housing development to people with local connections before any non locals are considered. 5. Report from TVBC (Cllr. N. Whiteley)

Cllr. Whiteley thanked the Parish Council members for their support throughout the year.  He reported that Test Valley has had a difficult year NW reported that to balance the budget there has had to be some tightening of the finances. This has resulted in some redundancies and a reshuffling of staff. Some areas remain the same such as concessionary travel and also scrap vehicles can be recovered free. NW reported that recycling still increases in its successfulness.  

6. OPEN FORUM  

A member of the public asked Neville Whiteley if the recycling site at Bunny Lane is due for improvement as recycling is so much more popular now, NW said he would look into it. 

NW was asked why the parish council was not informed last summer when TV asked land owners for any pieces of land available for village development. NW said he would chase up better communication from TV. 

Mr Whitlock asked NW if there was anything he was able to do regarding the speed limits in East Tytherley, NW said he was not able to do anything about that issue. 

NW was asked what is to happen regarding the core strategy now that it has been rejected. He said it is to be reassessed again later in the year.
