1. Minutes of Annual Parish Meeting held on 11th May 2009

These were signed by the past Chairman, Councillor A. Bowditch, at the monthly meeting of the Parish Council held on 8 June 2009.

2. Sites for Affordable Housing 
Graham Smith from Test Valley Planning, gave a talk about sites for these houses. The Borough local plan lays down the policies and it is a starting point for all plans. So firstly a need has to be identified – this is done by a housing needs survey. Then there is a call for sites to be offered for this use.  We had 6 sites which were assessed and then passed on to the Borough Council. This is then passed to a liaison officer who will check all processes have been followed correctly and speak to any other relevant departments (Highways/ Tree specialists/ Historic buildings etc) to ensure all areas have been assessed. This then gets passed back to planning with his findings and a site is approved or discarded. As in our case all were discarded.  After explaining why our sites may have failed he offered to meet with John Guy and LD to go over any issues concerning old sites for West Tytherley, which was felt we hadn’t received before but was needed before we can move on and identify new sites. Finally he was asked questions about mixed developments of low cost and open market houses and this he explained has to be of a sensible percentage and also have local support.
Graham smith was then thanked for his informative talk and JG and LD are to meet with him soon.

4. Report from TVBC (Cllr. N. Whiteley)

Cllr. Whiteley thanked the Parish Council members for their support throughout the year.  He reported that Test Valley has had a difficult year NW reported that to balance the budget there has had to be some tightening of the finances. This has resulted in careful monitoring of services to ensure there is no drop in quality. One casualty was the Core strategy but this is now back on track. 

NW represents Test Valley on many committees working very hard to maintain efficiency and services as well as keeping the Council Tax down for home owners,

A member of the public asked if there is anything that can be done about the state of Dean Road, which is being eroded away at the edges by heavy lorries. It was reported that the potholes are already being discussed and dealt with by Paul Walsh’s team.
