Report from TVBC (Cllr. N. Whiteley)

Cllr. Whiteley thanked the Parish Council members for their support throughout the year and the preceding 4 years. He wished all Councillors old and new well in the following year.  He reported that Test Valley has had a difficult year but that the Council tax has been frozen for this year. The residential tax is used to pay for services in the area and the business rate is sent to central Government with only a small proportion returned to Test Valley and as the Government grant has been drastically cut so there is a large short fall, Test Valley have chosen to try to fill it by not replacing any administration staff that leave but obviously there will be some cuts made in certain areas.  One casualty is concessionary transport for the area which has been centralized at HCC and has now been reduced to bus travel rather than all travel in general. 

Test Valley are also setting up a form of partnership working with raising funding from local private enterprises to help local issues and save Government funding for other issues.

TM thanked NW for his continued support and wished him well with the local elections later in the week.

There being no other business the Chairman then closed the Annual Parish Meeting and invited those present to, after refreshments, to stay on for the monthly meeting of the Parish Council which would follow shortly.
