2.   Matters Arising

3.1 R.W reported that there is still an issue with the stile on the footpath between Frenchmoor and Pugs Hole. Clerk has chased up but RW suggests the whole footpath needs attention, clerk to add more details for footpath dept, Action FC
3.2 Footpath 9 has a branch across it. Action AB and RW
3.3 Footpaths 10 and 11 both are very overgrown. These are on Norman Court land and the manager is to be spoken to and asked if he can clear them Action AB
3.4  AM reports that he had a tour with Paul Walsh from Highways who has instigated various roadworks in the village. The junction at Newmans Barn Farm has been sorted and the pot holes are to be sorted from there up to the Warren turning. AM also reports that all Yew Tree lane is to be resurfaced and the bad potholes are to be mended (Emmetts Pond junction). From Coopers Drove up to Dean Road are to have their drains attended too and hopefully North Lane too.
There was also a discussion re Dragons teeth by Coopers Drove, it was suggested that a lay-by would be more appropriate as people need to park somewhere and if a lay-by was sited there then it would remove some cars from the junction. AM to speak further with Paul Walsh on this. Action AM
