OPEN FORUM 

Report from H.C.C 

AB thanked AG for the grant we have just received for the refurbishment of the Rec.

AG reports that there has been extensive flooding in many areas and Highways are trying to maintain ditches to ease the problem. 

West Dean Bridge has now made it into the work rosta so should be seen to within the next 4 weeks.

AG said he had received a report that the road to Dean was badly potholed but the general opinion was that the road to Winterslow was in a worse state.

AG reported that a new voluntary committee (HATS), which he is a member of, has been set up to try and amalgamate village transport resources.

AG reports that he is looking into the issue of speed limits in and around villages, with a view to reducing them as much as possible.

AG was asked if it was possible for him to liaise with the police to try and resolve the issue of dangerous parking at the school, often endangering pedestrians. Action AG

AB reported that the white lines round the corner by the church have been badly done, as there have been several close shaves. Apparently the lines are too far over to one side and need centralising. AG requested exact location of problem Action FC

A member of the public asked if the road names of the village could be checked and corrected as a recent diversion through the village used the wrong road names also it would cause a problem with emergency services.

Update on the Village Low Cost Housing

John Lancaster (JL) visited the meeting to update the Council; He suggested that the 2008 survey showed that there was the need for 10 homes within West Tytherely and West Dean. The sites offered in West Tytherley were not suitable and although the site in West Dean may have been suitable it is not appropriate at the moment. JL asked the Council how they would like to proceed from here. He could have a walk round the village and see if he could see any sites. He said that from starting the process it could take up to 3 years to be built so were we interested in pursuing the West Dean site. 

The Councillors suggested that West Tytherley people would prefer to be housed in West Tytherley and similarly for Dean.

The issue with Church Farm is due to the landowner wanting to build commercial housing also on the site; if this issue was removed then the site could be reassessed. The site on Dean Road has issues with the Highways department.

AG reported that Stockbridge were building a site of mixed houses so why could this not occur in West Tytherley but J L said this is not appropriate as it could set a precedent.

AB suggested that we deal with West Tytherley sites and let Dean source their own alternative sites. 

JL will try to progress with further looks at the only two possible sites.

JL is is going to speak to the planning officer to see if he will attend and reiterate any problems with the sites.

2.1 Still no update on footpath 3 stile issue. 

3. Highways and Footpaths

3.1 The Drove is to be reassessed on 21st December and hopefully a grant will be achieved to remedy the condition of the BOAT. 

3.2 Footpaths 14, 15, and 17 still need some clearing clerk to chase, Action FC
3.3 Footpath 11 RW to clear fallen branch. Action RW 

3.4 DL reported the diversion of the footpath behind the village hall has been misdirected over his land. 

3.5 AM reports that Paul Walsh is to do all the grips in the village and Stoney Batter very soon.
 4. Police Report – Christine Plascott(CP) reported there had been 3 burglaries and 1 theft locally recently, most items were garden machinery and quad bikes from outbuildings, she warned everyone to be vigilant and report anything suspicious how ever small. West Tytherley has been very good with calls and 2 vehicles have been seized following reports from the public. All Romsey police have been told to drive round rural areas in their “down time” to keep an eye out for anything suspicious and after Christmas they are going to have a “stop and search” check in various locations throughout the area. CP is going to send a letter to the parents of the school reminding them of the dangers of the parking around the school and she asked to be informed, or call the police if there is a dangerous situation and they can attend and deal with the issue. She is also going to get the new PCSO to visit the school to discuss the issue with them.

PC Murray-Twin is now no longer our rural officer he is replaced by PC Vernon Gooke  

The mobile police van is now to be run from Romsey Police station and it was decided that the best place to site it was near the Pub and Post Office on a Tuesday or Friday (9.30 – 10.30) when the Post Office is open.

CP reported her forum is well on the way with just times and places to meet to be sorted,

CP said she will email the clerk with her beat report so it can be displayed in the shop and the police will attend our council meetings once every two months.

 9.1 Buckholt plans for converting some barns into shoot rooms was greeted favourably by AB and AM when shown the plans and they suggested the plans should be submitted.

 9.2The only two applications are Tree surgery issues, which DL is attending to. One at Dean House Rectory Hill West Dean and one at Lanarkshire Rectory Hill West Tytherley 

 9.3 Dean PC has asked for all planning issues that are in their area to be forwarded to them as they are not being sent them from TV and they would like to be made aware.
10 Recreation Ground

10.1 The school has asked if they can use The Pavilion after school football club, this was agree but it was suggested that the school give the football club a donation of £5.00 a time to cover electric and water and LB offered to open up as long as she is made aware of dates needed in advance. Clerk to inform school Action FC
10.2 The grant from AG will be used to pay M. Eastwood for his Tree and Hedge work and for Frenchmoor to renovate play equipment and other remedial work on the Rec. They have now also been asked to repaint all wooden play equipment.

10.3 Mr Homer is to be prompted re Rec use for Boxing Day. Action FC

10.4 TM was asked for a update on the Rec and he reported that it would be done by the end of this month Action TM
11 A.O.B –  

11.1 It was queried as to whether we need a more up to date list of people on housing list for West Tytherley. Clerk to contact TV housing Action FC
11.2 AB has decided that its time he gave someone else a chance to be Chairman and with immediate effect handed in his notice. DL gave a vote of thanks to AB for all his hard work over the years.
