3.6 The question was asked who is responsible for the footbridge over the river at West Dean as their Parish Council are looking to have it cleaned up and painted and no one seems sure who it is owned by. A G said he would look into it Action AG

 5. Report from H.C.C. – AG introduced himself to the Council and was welcomed by AB. As AG has only been in his new post for 1 month he is still finding his way around and sorting out who is who. AG has become part of the Audit Committee for Highways to try and ensure the county gets value for its money and good cost effectiveness. He is concerned with funding at the moment and this is his top priority. AB asked if there would be any grants available from AG and was informed there would be and any area of need should be reported to AGs office.

 6. Report from T.V.B.C.  – NW had no major issues to report, although he is still closely watching the Buckholt House issue. AB asked NW for help with the Core strategy issue, NW said he would make sure we were all informed of any areas of relevance and when any further developments occur up he will send out an officer from Test Valley to explain the issues to the Council. This is the Councils chance to have a say in “infill or village expansion” discussions.

 9.4 Preliminary plans for Buckholt House have been passed to the Council  

 from the architect, they are basically the same as the set that the council 

 agreed were ok in principal apart from adding a flat and office in the 

 garage complex, the architect is to be verbally informed to proceed with 

 the application and hopefully the appeal proceedings will be withdrawn 

  asap.

 9.5 It is to be minuted that the village Low Cost Housing scheme is still considering all 3 sites and no decision has been taken on any issues regarding these sites.
