This would only mean two properties would have to change – North Lodge and Pimlico. The Parish Council felt they didn’t need to be involved in approaching these two properties but they suggested a compromise with the South end of the road signed Scouts Lane leading to West Dean Road and the opposite at the North end Clerk to inform Ian Moodie of the councils wishes.
