2.1 Clerk to follow up query whether LD has sent off Bank forms  

2.2 Footpath 15 has been reported to “footpath” people and a request has been sent to Lockerley Hall to see if they could assist with the clearing. 

2.3 Still no update on footpath 3 stile issue. 

2.4 West Dean VDS have been updated by letter on the position of our donation to their work.

2.5 AM has asked Test Valley to clarify the 106 monies issue. – This money comes from “New build” projects and can be used for Leisure projects or in some cases Highways projects. There is no time limit on the use of these funds so the money can be accumulated for larger projects. Clerk to write to Mark Goodman/ Sara Toes to confirm we wish to use our monies. All Councillors agreed money to be spent on Rec refurbishment. Action FC
3. Highways and Footpaths

3.1 Footpath No 21 The Drove is very rutted and impassable. It was suggested that if it was declassified then it could be shut off and prevent the use by motor vehicles, these appear to be using it at all times of the day (And night) and adding to its dreadful state. It has been reported that in some places there are holes of 4ft deep or more and members of the public may well get hurt if they tried to walk this route. NW to follow up this problem on his next visit to the offices at Test Valley. Action NW
 4. Police Report – Christine Plascot is progressing with setting up her forum. We were also updated with a couple of minor local issues and it was also reported that there had been several break-ins in the vicinity of the village.  
 5. Report from H.C.C. – Although we had no report we have asked AG for a £400 grant for the village which Clerk is to follow up. Action FC
 6. Report from T.V.B.C.  – The T.V councillors have been very busy recently redesigning the Core strategy.

NW also updated us on The Chapel progress – He has advised that it first needs changing to residential use then 6 months should be allowed to pass then reapply with new plans to knock down and rebuild. This will be refused as it goes against policy but will then be sent to committee here NW can assist as this is the preferred option by Parish Council and perhaps it will then be passed? If it is passed there will be some 106 Monies to be paid. NW suggested the Parish Council send a rep to the committee meeting to voice our preferences. AM to attend. Action AM

Finally NW has reported that “Linesmen are to be reinstated to the area but West Tytherley isn’t down to get one NW is to write to AG to suggest the need for one in the villages is very high. Action NW
