1.    Minutes of Council Meetings AGM and Parish Meeting held on 13th July 2009

It was proposed by LB and seconded by MN that these be signed by the Chairman as a true record of the meetings.

2.   Matters Arising 

2.1The fallen tree on footpath 11 has been dealt with and other fallen trees and over hung footpaths on Norman Court land have been cleared.

2.2 The Clerk has collected the documents held at Duttons and Gregory and will store them with all PC documents. 

2.3 The clerk has reported the bad state of the road edges on the bend of Dean Road opposite the entrance to Farthing Corner to the highways department.

2.4 AB asked TM to give his thoughts to The Green Strategy paperwork TM thought that in his opinion it wouldn’t affect a small village such as West Tytherley.
2.5 Lloyds Bank has asked for LD to fill in the relevant signatory paperwork, as they appear not to have it on their files Action LD
2.6 The question of West Dean Road and Scouts lane is still outstanding as no response from Ian Moodie at Test Valley even though both FC and AB have emailed him 

2.7 Buckholt House is still progressing through the usual planning stages.

3. Highways and Footpaths

3.1 Footpath No 9 and 11 are now cleared.

3.2 The stile ownership issue on footpath no 3 is still under some dispute and as it is such bad repair it was decided that the land owner Mrs Allen was to be contacted to ask her if she could facilitate some repairs. Action FC

3.3 AM reported he has had a meeting with Paul Sharp from Highways and he reported that the Highways department has decided that no lay-by is to be made above Coopers Drove and that the verge is to be made up and Dragons Teeth are to be instated on the verge to prevent any parking there in the future

3.4 Paul Sharpe advised that the village drains are slowly sorted but he asked that the new seat place halfway up Dean Road could be moved slightly as it had been placed on a drain cover!

3.5 Paul Sharpe also advised that North Lane would be totally resurfaced from the Warren Junction to the Junction with Tytherley Road and West Dean Road at the edge of Winterslow. They then hope to progress and do the rest of North Lane back to the village as soon as possible.

 4. Police Report   Nil – This is now to be followed up with the inspector as we were promised a regular report even if the constable could not attend the meetings. Action FC
 5. Report from H.C.C. – AG sent his monthly report which has already been circulated.

 6. Report from T.V.B.C.  – NW reported that Tesco has now pulled out of the Andover Airfield development.

NW reported that he has voiced his and the Parish Councils concern to Paul Jackson as to the delay in the Buckholt House planning application. It was pointed out that these plans have no objection from the Parish Council and the PC don’t want the applicant to pursue his appeal for his original plans, if this delay continues. 

Mr and Mrs Passman have spoken to NW concerning their plans for the old chapel site. NW explained how planning works and suggested that there may be some room for discussion if they reduced the footprint of the chapel building.

AB asked NW how the Council go about finding out what is in the 106 agreement for West Tytherley. NW agreed to find out and also see if there is a time limit on the use of it. Action NW

AM asked NW what this money is meant to be used for. NW explained it cant be used for maintenance but only for recreation.

 7.1 The Council received a letter from Andy Bott asking whom he can contact for more information on the refusal of his land for the Low Cost Housing scheme. The Clerk gave him the names of J. Lancaster and M. Wyatt as his points of contact.
