10.2TM is prepared to stay as Chairman until next elections this was proposed by LD and seconded by MN

10.3  TM asked if anyone would act as Vice Chairman LB accepted and was proposed by KH and seconded by LD

10.5 there have been a couple of problems with the village website but hopefully now resolved.
