OPEN FORUM – It was suggested by a member of the public that if we are still having problems with the moles on the Rec – that an old remedy is to place a sprig of holly in the run – TM thanked them for their advice.

Mr A Bowditch gave a vote of thanks for the work that the Parish Council has done for the village.

The Minutes for 14th March 2011 meetings were proposed by TM and seconded by KH and signed by the Chairman TM  

1.   Matters Arising 
1.1 TM replied to Mr Vincent and advised him to keep a copy with his deeds so if he decides to sell then the issue will be noticed.
1.2 A second quote has been received by the PC for ground work at the village hall – this was much cheaper than the first quote and it was decided that this was the one to used (Test Valley Tarmac) but no agreement would be made until we find if there is sufficient funds in the 106 agreement fund to pay for it Action NW
1.3 The low cost housing meeting was held prior to this meeting and see attached minutes of this discussion.
2. Highways and Footpaths

2.1The Drove is in the process of being sorted but the team has just applied for an extension to its closure to have enough time to finish. 

2.2 No 17 footpath has had a gate put in place of the stile by Sopps Farm but there is some amount of barbed wire beside it which could be dangerous – Clerk to write to Sopps Farm and ask if they could make it less of a hazard. Action FC

2.3 AM reports that virtually all grit bins are now sited correctly – The one by the Church is to move to the top of Pugs Hole Lane and most of the dangerous pots holes are getting sorted in order of severity. 

3 Tree Warden

 The tree warden asked if he could just clarify the position he holds to clear up any misunderstanding there may be about his role

Any tree work in a conservation area needs planning permission and it is his job to comment on any plans to Test Valley- He is not a “Tree Policeman” 

It was suggested that if any member of the public has a problem with tree works it would be much more sensible to call out the Tree officer from Test Valley who has rights of access and who can deal with any issues raised. 

4. Police Report 

All the local villages seem quiet – The church had some oil stolen in March and sheds seem to be a regular target. It was suggested that we all mark our property with our postcode to make it easier to trace if property is found.

School parking is still a problem but it seems to be difficult to resolve. 

Speed traps are to be in the villages again so watch out
