2. Report from HCC

 AG reported that there are problems arising over Government planning but hopefully this will not affect local issues.

AG has been made aware of problems with free bus travel for the elderly- this only starts after 9am but in villages like West Tytherley the bus is tabled to leave at 8.58 and so to use free transport the elderly have to go to East Tytherley where the bus arrives after 9am – this is of course daft and so AG is trying to tweak the service to allow for these vagaries to be eliminated.

AG asked if we have had any problems in reporting Highways issues he is now on the committee and wants to iron out any problems – please email him with any problems that crop up.

3. Police Report –It has been a quiet month with only a small amount of theft being reported – Partridges from West Tytherley and poaching in Mottisfont but in this case three men are due in court shortly. Please keep your eyes open and report anything suspicious.

9 Recreation Ground –  There has been a lot of discussion about the pavilion and the problems with damage to it during the summer. It was suggested that when the football club raised the money and built the Pavilion that they would attend to minor problems that cropped up and that the Parish Council would attend to the major problems. As the Pavilion gets older there are more problems and also damage seems to have increased each year – with last year an expensive insurance claim- so we are now seeing more problems that are costing larger sums of money. It was suggested that the clerk write to the football club to see if they could try to attend to slightly bigger jobs and maybe it would cost the Parish Council less in repairs especially as the P.C.  has the expense of dealing with the Rec fencing at the moment. If after this there are still issues that need dealing with then the Parish Council will have to attend to them but the amounts of money available as always are not extensive and need to be carefully spent. Action FC

Clerk reports that tree planning has been applied for so that the Football club can clear their touchlines 

Clerk reports that there is some scratching and graffiti on the football side of the bus shelter – this is mostly chalk, which will wash off, and the scratchings in the creosoted wood will disappear next time it is painted.

10 A.O.B –West Dean P.C. reports that the narrow stretch of road by the church in W.D. is dangerous and they would like it widened.

John Guy has offered to help if the idea of a village plan is rekindled. RG will speak to him. Clerk to check with planners whether they want a design statement or a village plan. Maybe they could send someone to a meeting to explain this issue Action FC

Allotments – LD has 13 requests but still can’t find any land to put them on. LD to send NB details of requirements and he will look into it Action LD
